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Timberlane Regional Middle School Wins
21st Century Science Technology Classrooms
from Federal ARRA Grant

Timberlane Regional Middle School successfully wrote a proposal that was accepted by the
State Department of Education for the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) of
2009. The proposal creates six science technology integrated classrooms, two at each grade
level. These science teachers, and any others wishing to participate, will receive 18 months
of professional development in the use of the hardware and software accompanying the
grant. Some teachers will also become science mentors to enhance science and technology

instruction district wide.

A total of $3.2 million in federal funds has been allocated to New Hampshire schools.
Twenty-two school districts have been awarded grants of approximately $145,000 each from
the federal Enhancing Education Through Technology Program (NCLB Title II-D to develop
technology rich learning environments as part of the state’s 21st Century Classrooms Initia-
tive. The classrooms will be well equipped with computer hardware, software, electronic
presentation systems, and rich digital and online curricular resources. Students in these
classrooms will be highly engaged in interactive learning and higher level thinking skills. The
use of digital cameras, interactive white boards, robust courseware, digital content, com-
puters, and mobile learning tools will provide students with opportunities to collaborate and
connect to rich and relevant content. Investment in core components for technology,
collaborative planning, enthusiastic and well-informed leadership, intensive professional
development, and IT support are some of the key elements necessary to transform these

schools into 21st century classrooms.
